Fully Baked Lives 

E dward Hayes, in his book A 
Pilgrimõs Almanac, tells of a 
young woman who called the 

food editor at a newspaper on the day 
before Thanksgiving. She 
wanted to know how long it 
took to roast a 19½ pound 
turkey. òJust a minute,ó said 
the food editor who turned to 
consult a wall chart. òThanks a 
lot!ó came the words of the 
caller as a click indicated the 

phone had just been hung up.  

W e can only imagine the 
baking results. But the 
young cookõs assumption is 

one many of us have today. We think 
that most things in our lives can be 
baked in a minute. In our better 
moments we know it is not so.  

Meals take time.  
Education takes time.  
Family takes time.  
Friendship takes time.  
Church takes time.  

The practice of faith takes time.  

I n a day when our clocks 
seem to be running faster 
and faster, in a day of 

microwaves and instant foods; 
Thanksgiving is a reminder we need to 
take time in order to have fully baked 
lives. Contemplating life and its blessings 
can fully bake a sense of grace within us. 
We need to generously stuff our 
practice of faith with handfuls of 
gratitude, seasoned with humility 
and a dash of creaturely awareness. 
Cooks need at least twenty to 
twenty -five minutes per pound of 
baking for a bird that can taste heavenly. 
People of faith also need measures of 
time for baking souls that taste heavenly 
with love for life. We can do this if we 
follow the words of the New Testament 
writer, òSing psalms, hymns, and sacred 
songs; sing to God with thanksgiving in 
your hearts. Everything you do or say, 
then should be done in the name of the 
Lord Jesus, as you give thanks through him 

to God the Father.ó (Colossians 3:16-17)

Participating 

last year were about 70 members of our congregation and 30 friends, 

including many of the groups affiliated with our church. The CARITAS 

committee: Carol Goss, Floyd Herdrich, Barbara Keithly and Susan 

Robertson, want to help groups to come together to provide meals, set up cots, 

spend the night, supervise showers, wash laundry, or do foot care. If you can't 

give of your time, you might want to give monetarily.

Please contact anyone on the CARITAS committee if you 

have any questions or suggestions. Let us continue the work of Jesus, 

peacefully, simply, together as we become God's voice and hands of love.
