THE BIG PICTURE

FROM THE

’]Fhere is a malady of the eye called tunnel vision. We all have it to some degree. We
impose upon the self restrictions that narrow our interests, our understandings, and
our perceptions. Tunnel vision is strangely most visible among experts and specialists.
Such persons often can think of nothing else but their own area of expertise. They
view all of life through their own little tunnel, knowing so much about it that they
know little else.

]E xamples of tunnel vision abound. A business person or economist
may judge everything according to dollars and cents. A politician
may view everything by a certain party or a certain poll. A dog
breeder may know everything about one particular breed and little
about dogs in general. Scholars, theologians, physicians, nutritional
experts, fitness instructors, sport fans, and car devotees, are other
examples. Intelligence has little to do with the malady. In fact, the
more intelligent a person is, the more likely he or she is to be
afflicted with tunnel vision.

jFunnel vision is not healthy vision, but a narrowing of vision, a psychogenic trap
similar to wearing blinders. Healthy vision is taking in the big picture, framing life
holistically and with comprehension.

As we enter what the Christian faith identifies as Lent, we need big picture

vision. Lent is the forty weekdays leading up to Easter, a time for refocusing and L‘ENT
looking beyond our tunnels. When Jesus was on earth, he told some of the elite

religious leaders that they needed to change by turning away from their tunnel vision.
