Embracing Those in Need  
 

The year was 1982, the nation was just coming out of the 
Vietnam era. In our city of Richmond a group of unorganized, 
dedicated individuals who wanted nothing more than for all 
people to have a home, job and family, came together to create 
what is known today as Freedom House. 

 
The first program was the establishment of a Soup Kitchen located at 402 West Grace Street. The building 

served as a rooming house with seven different apartments and the facility served meals from a very small kitchen. 
Freedom House started the Winter Cots Program, now known as CARITAS, where 20 to 30 individuals were 
allowed to stay overnight at the West Grace facility. 

 
In 1987 Freedom House was working with the Daily Planet and moved into 302 West Canal Street and 

began serving the Evening Meal to the homeless and working poor. An expansion of the program came also in 
1987 when the building at 1201 Hull Street was donated to be used as an emergency shelter providing 50 beds 
to single women and children. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

In 1999, the need was growing for longer term, more structured shelter programs so The Community 
Shelter converted its program from emergency to transitional shelter. Major renovations took place and the 
number of beds was reduced to 40. The program was redesigned as a 12-month program where it remains today. 

 
Freedom House also expanded to include 
Sean½s Place (on left), a 12-bedroom shelter 
for adults who are on their way to 
independent living and the Conrad Center 
(on right) to serve Richmond½s hungry. 

 
 

Twenty-nine years after the inception of Freedom House we still have a need for services for the 
poor. Throughout the year West Richmond volunteers serve a meal at the Community Shelter on the 
1st Tuesday of the month at 6:15 pm. Those interested may sign up in the gathering room.

These are just a few of the comments 
received from our CARITAS guests, who 
were with us for a week, December 3-10. 

Many meals were served, which required a 
significant number of volunteer hours from 
many people. As soon as I start naming 
names, I am sure to forget someone, and so I 
apologize in advance. In addition to three 
meals a day and a warm place to sleep, each 
guest was offered:  a health kit (assembled by 
Sandra Lynch and the Sunday School, made 
possible through the proceeds of the bake 
sale); a knitted hat and scarf handmade by 
Sandi Davis and friends; a beautiful welcome 
card designed by Hilltop Preschool children; 
a Bible donated by Bev Ziegler; a pair of 
socks, underwear and a t-shirt (also financed 
through the bake sale, personal donations 
and the church); feet washing by Susan 
Robertson and foot care provided by Floyd 
Herdrich; nightly showers, supervised by 
Barbara Keithly; financial counseling; and 
personal laundry washed by five volunteers. 

As the newest member of the CARITAS 
committee, I am compelled to share with you 
how blessed I am to have been involved with 
CARITAS 2011, and to work with Carol 
Goss and Barbara Keithly. The first time I 
ever visited Richmond I was touched when I 
learned that CARITAS existed, and I knew 
when I moved here two years ago that 
sooner or later I would be involved in this 
ministry. 

Allowing God to use the gifts and abilities 
He has given us to touch the life of another 
human being is a big part of what we are 
called to do. If you helped load or unload the 
truck, packed lunches, provided, prepared or 
helped to serve a meal, ran errands for the 
committee, made nametags for us, put 
together health kits, trimmed toenails, 
washed feet, spent the night at the church, 
washed a load of laundry, lent a cooler or 
other item for the week, stopped by just to 
say hello to our guests, emptied the trash, 
cleaned the shower, washed the floor, cleaned 
the restrooms, helped put the church back to 
rights, walked a guest to the shower, offered 
a prayer for God½s anointing over the week, 
provided a Bible, a scarf, or some other item, 
or simply offered a smile and word of 
encouragement ̧ regardless of how big or 
small you think your contribution was ̧ the 
message from the CARITAS committee is 
simple: THANK YOU  and God½s blessings 
upon you.
